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EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS
AWARDING THE MOST DEGREES IN
BOSTON/METRO NORTH (2010)

In Boston/Metro North, private institutions account for most of
the degrees. The three institutions that granted the most Certifi-
cates in 2010 were private and accounted for nearly a third of
all Certificates in the region. In total, the 25 private institutions
that granted Certificates in 2010 accounted for 90 percent of
the degrees in the region. Roxbury and Bunker Hill community
colleges, the region’s two largest public community colleges, ac-
counted for a third of all Associate’s Degrees completed in 2010.
However, 22 of the region’s 25 institutions that grant Associate’s
Degrees were private institutions and accounted for 62.7 percent
of degrees. The three largest institutions granting Bachelor’s De-
grees in Boston/Metro North were private and accounted for 46.6
percent of degrees in 2010. With only one large public institution
granting Bachelor’s Degrees in the region (University of Massa-
chusetts—Boston), private institutions accounted for 90 percent of

all Bachelor’s Degrees.
